Rapid turnarounds are essential. Foot stretchers will be set at mid position to save time.  Lots of short course races and spectators can see starts and finishes. Races will be in a normal regatta knockout format. 

Boats must be stopped soon after the finish bell ( and well before the weir!). The safety launch will be on hand. See BARC website for the regatta Safety Plan.

Names will be drawn from a hat for the finale Eights sprint between a scratch Red Rose crew and a scratch White Rose crew in Eights (the War of the Roses).
