First prize for this prestigious award is £6,000.  Two second prizes of £3,000 and three third prizes of £1,000 are also up for grabs.  Last year’s prizes were awarded by Minister for Sport, Gerry Sutcliffe, and England Rugby World Cup winner Jason Leonard OBE at a glittering gala dinner in a top London hotel. In addition to the prize money, the governing body and winning club may benefit from local and national media attention.

CCPR is encouraging its members, the national governing and representative bodies of sport and recreation, to endorse and nominate up to three clubs to be considered for Sports Club of the Year 2009.

The following pages outline both the criteria for applicants and their endorsing bodies and also contain the form for clubs to complete once selected by their NGB to apply for SCOTY 2009.

16th Sports Club of the Year Awards

NGBs/representative body endorsement criteria

1. Applications for SCOTY 2009 will only be considered with the endorsement of the club’s national governing body (NGB) or a county sports partnership (CSP).

2. The endorsing NGB/CSP should be in current membership of CCPR.

3. A single individual within the NGB/CSP should be named to CCPR as being responsible for endorsements and having final ‘sign-off’ ahead of the closing date. Endorsements will only be accepted from this individual.

4. Applications from clubs without endorsement will not be accepted.

5. A maximum of three applications per endorsing body will be accepted. These will be accepted in order of receipt.

6. Where an NGB has organised an internal competition to determine SCOTY nominations, the order of results for this will not automatically result in the same outcome when assessed for SCOTY.

7. Endorsements of multi-sports clubs should be received from one NGB and details provided of the additional sports/activities within the club. The additional NGBs of these sports will be contacted by CCPR to second the endorsement. If seconding is refused, a decision will be made by the selection committee prior to assessment on the inclusion of this application. Endorsement of another NGB or representative body’s nomination will not reduce the entitlement of the seconding NGB or representative body to nominate three of its own clubs. 

8. All applications will be judged on an individual basis and any guidelines provided are merely an indication of potential scores. Scores will be decided upon by the selection panel.

9. The decision of the selection panel is final.

16th Sports Club of the Year Awards

Club application criteria

1. Applications will only be accepted from amateur clubs with the endorsement of, a national governing body (NGB) of sport or recreation or county sports partnership (CSP) in current membership of CCPR.

2. Applicants should complete all sections of the SCOTY 2009 form, provided by CCPR, ensuring answers are kept within the prescribed word limit. This should be accompanied by a copy of the club’s constitution. No additional documentation will be considered.

3. Applications from a multi-sports club should ensure that all of the sports additional to that of the endorsing NGB are listed in the appropriate section on page 4. Those listed will be contacted to gain their views on the club in question.

4. The SCOTY 2009 awards dinner will be held on 5 May 2009. Shortlisted clubs will be invited to attend the dinner no later than one month before. Applicants from nominated clubs should be available to attend. 

5. Sufficient time should be allowed for the application form to be sent to the NGB or representative body to endorse the application and forward this to CCPR by the deadline on 5pm, 27 February 2009.

6. The decision of the selection panel is final. 
Deadline for applications

· Appropriately completed applications, as detailed above, should be received by CCPR no later than 5pm on 27 February 2009. Any applications received after this point will not be considered.

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The BingoLotto Buddy Programme 

· BingoLotto has developed a programme which allows members of an organisation or association within CCPR to sell BingoLotto Gamecards direct to friends, fellow members, work colleagues, family and the general public.  This programme is called the BingoLotto Buddy Programme.

· BingoLotto and CCPR have agreed that 20% of the proceeds of any Gamecards sold through the BingoLotto Buddy Programme (£0.40 per ticket), can go direct to the Association or Club that has sold the Gamecards.  This money can be kept by the club so there is no waiting around for the funds to be distributed to you. 

· This system will enable Associations and Clubs to create a specific and targeted fundraising campaign in order to raise more money for its club / association.  i.e. clubs set their own financial targets such as the purchase price for a new van, boat or equipment and work out how many Gamecards they will need to sell to achieve that target over several weeks.  

· The BingoLotto Buddy Programme will motivate members and clubs to work as a team to raise funds for their cause.

· To raise awareness for your individual fundraising campaigns or appeals, BingoLotto will, where possible assist with local PR and marketing to kick start the campaign and add legitimacy to the Buddy Programme so that members of the community are aware of what they are doing. What will you need to do?
