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Introduction

British Rowing is committed to ensuring that rowing is an accessible sport which
provides opportunities for enjoyment and achievement at all levels. To better achieve
this goal, British Rowing understands the need to expand these opportunities to include
all types of sea rowing.

World Rowing has been supporting the growth of coastal boat based competitions,
providing two formats - Endurance (Offshore) and Beach Sprint. The British Rowing
Beach Sprint event has two boat classes, solo (C1x) and double (C2x)

The Beach Sprint format is a side by side 250m slalom course starting and finishing on
the beach.

In 2018 British Rowing hosted the first Commonwealth Beach Sprint Regatta, the format
of which has been part of the Mediterranean Beach Games and the Asian Beach
Games, and will be included in the 2023 World Beach Games (Bali), 2026 Youth
Olympic Games (Senegal) and the 2026 Commonwealth Games (Australia). The Beach
Sprint format is an important part of World Rowing’s future and has been designed to be
low cost to run, provide strong event presentation and spectator appeal and allow
jeopardy to be part of the competition outcome!

After a successful British Rowing Beach Sprint Championships and World Rowing
Beach Sprint Finals held in Saundersfoot in 2022, this year we return to Exmouth for the
2023 British Rowing Beach Sprint Championships.

The 2023 British Rowing Beach Sprint Championships will be held on
Saturday 29" and Sunday 30" July at Exmouth Beach, located near to the
RNLI on Queens Drive, Exmouth, EX8 2AZ

The Regatta is run in accordance with the British Rowing Regulations, the
Rules of Racing (in particular Appendix F2) and RowSafe guidance together
with its associated documents. Competitors and coaches are reminded that
they should be familiar with these documents. Local Rules will also apply.

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membership is required. Any competitor from outside British Rowing requires
a British Rowing overseas membership.

Please note that British Rowing membership insurance is only valid for
individuals who are UK residents for more than six months in a year.

Overseas crews are expected to have their own liability insurance.

Personal boats are not allowed to be used. The Organising Committee will
provide matched boats.

All _competitors must provide their own blades. The British Rowing

Offshore Championships will not be making blades available for hire.

The Order of Finals which will help competitors in deciding which events to
enter is provided at Section 8.

Junior events will be in accordance with British Rowings J18 category -
rowers must be born on or after 1st September 2004.

All competitors must be over 15 on the 1 September 2022.

3.10. All competitors must provide their own boat handlers, without whom an

entry cannot be accepted.

Entries must be made through BROE. Entries will open after 15.00 on Monday
5" June 2023 and must be submitted by 15:00 on Monday 17" July 2023
when the system will close. The Championships do not accept late entries.

Please note when submitting entries through BROE:

a. Payment must be made by credit or debit card through BROE before close
of entries.
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b. All possible contact details should be completed. We may need to contact
you before or during the Regatta, so it is in your interests to ensure that
your contact details are accurate and up to date.

c. A copy of the Entries List, Provisional Timetable and other information will
be emailed to each crew's submitting BROE administrator and
Pre-Competition Contact on Thursday 20" July by 22:00. You should
ensure that this email address is monitored and up-to-date.

d. You should check that you can comply with the Conditions of Entry (see
Section 3).

Please note:
a. Neither late entries nor late payment will be accepted.

b. Errors made by the Organising Committee may be rectified in the
published information.

c. On request, errors made by competitors may be rectified at the Organising
Committee’s discretion. Any such requests must be sent by email to
offshoreentries@britishrowing.org by 12:00 on Monday 24" July.
Responses to such requests will only be available after this time.

d. If a crew scratches before the Regatta and this makes a major change to
race timings, this information will be posted on the website as soon as
possible. It is a competitor’s duty to check for updates.

Crew changes must be notified to the Entries Secretary before the crew goes
afloat, in accordance with the Rules of Racing. Crews must use BROE to notify
substitutions prior to the Regatta; the system will be open from 09.00 on Friday
21%t July until 19.00 on Thursday 27" July. After this time, changes must be

notified in person at the Registration Tent, with details of the substitute’s
registered club, name, date of birth and Racing Licence number as recorded by
the relevant Great Britain Rowing Body.

Crews that scratch before the Regatta should scratch on BROE or inform the
Entries Secretary directly by email. The BROE Crew ID must be included in the
email. Crews scratching from an event at the Regatta must inform the Entries
Secretary at the Registration Tent. Crews that have scratched cannot be
reinstated.

A representative of every crew must confirm its intention to race to the Entries
Secretary at the Captains Meeting.

Withdrawal after a crew’s first race will be allowed if notice is given to the
Entries Secretary and there are acceptable reasons.

. Racing Format

The Start and Finish of the races are on the beach.

All crews will race in time trials to determine the fastest 8 crews. This includes
events with fewer than 9 crews.

The time trials will be run in a processional time trial format as used at the
British Rowing Beach Sprint Championships 2023 and the World Rowing
Beach Sprint Finals 2023. Further information found here:

The Regatta is run in accordance with the British Rowing Rules of Racing and
Row Safe guidance together with its associated documents. Competitors and
coaches are reminded that they should be familiar with these documents.

Entry fees will not be refunded if it should become necessary, for any reason,
to abandon the Regatta or any event. Should the Government introduce any
restrictions on travel or competitions taking place, entry fees will be refunded.

When it is not possible, for whatever reason, to complete the Championships
or an event, the times from the time trials may be used to determine the medal
positions.

Crews that fail to confirm their entry to the Entries Secretary at the Captain’s
Meeting will not be permitted to start. Those that have confirmed but then fail
to appear at the Start for any of their races in the event may be disbarred from
other events in the Championships.

Should a substitute coach attend the Championships, he/she must contact the
Entries Secretary and register his/her mobile telephone number.

The Organising Committee reserves the right to exclude any crew or sculler
from further competition in an event if they do not show sufficient competence
in progressing down the course during a race. This is applied in the interests
of safety and fairness to other competitors.

To win a medal a crew must beat another crew, except for gold in an event
from which all other crews have withdrawn. Events with fewer than three
entries at the close of entries may be withdrawn.

All winners’ identification shall be confirmed. Winners who cannot confirm their
identity may not receive any crew or individual prize until their eligibility has
been confirmed.
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9.9. It is the competitor’s responsibility to keep him/herself informed of any
changes to the event programme.

9.10. Competitors are reminded that they must bring a photographic ID card with
them.

10. Photography & Media

10.1. There may be official photographers and videographers at the Championships.
Official photographs may be available for sale from the photographer’s
website. These photographs and videos may be used on websites and social
media channels of the Championships or by British Rowing and/or their
partners. By entering the Regatta, competitors and those responsible for them
consent to this.

10.2. Competitors and those responsible for them should be aware that other,
non-official photographers may operate at national sporting events and the
subsequent photographs or videos may be freely used in print, digital media or
elsewhere, over which the British Rowing has no control.

10.3.Coaches, responsible adults and competitors agree that by entering
competitors they have made the competitors and their parents/guardians
(where in loco parentis) aware of the above two paragraphs.

10.4.In addition to the above, the event may be streamed live on the day of the
event and the footage may also be shared with the media and press.
Coaches, responsible adults and competitors agree that by entering the
competition, they have made their athletes and their parents or caregivers
aware of this and that further they consent to this.

11. Selection for the World Rowing Beach Sprint Finals

11.1. The British Rowing Beach Sprint Championships will be used as a
selection/trial event for both the Great Britain & England Beach Sprint Teams.

e The World Rowing Beach Sprint Finals (WRBSF) held in Barletta, Italy,
29" September — 1% October 2023.
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e The European Rowing Coastal Championships (ERCC) held in La
Seyne-Sur-Mer, France, 31% August — 3™ September 2023.

e Coupe De la Jeunesse Beach Sprints, Donoratico, Italy, 22" — 24"
September

e The Home International Rowing Beach Sprints (HIRBS) held in
Saundersfoot, Wales, 9" September 2023

11.3. The GB Teams for the WRBSF & ERCC will be selected by the Great Britain
Rowing Team (GBRT) and England Rowing Team for the HIRBS will be
selected by England Rowing.
